What examples of both have you experienced in your life?

5. Why don’t churches pray more or fast more? The church in Antioch was spiritually expectant.
What stops us from being like them?

6. Why do we struggle to give away our best people to other work in the Kingdom of God? Why do churches
“protect their patch” when it comes to staff and leaders? What would help us be more generous and
better partners with other ministries?
